One, located east of Penn Court, one lot south of W Penn Street. 
 
Your North Liberty city staff has reviewed the subject submission, and offer comments presented in this 
memo. The staff review team includes the following personnel:

This request is to allow a neighborhood-oriented mini warehouse business at 570 Penn Court, south of W 
Penn Street. The property is zoned C-2-A, Highway Commercial.  
 
Plans for the site show that the existing 
building would be converted and an 
additional building would be added for the 
warehouse business. The applicant intends to 
create a climate-controlled operation geared 
to neighborhood needs. 
 
Compatibility concerns for warehouse 
operations are mainly related to older legacy-
type developments with ugly minimal 
improvements and outside storage. In this 
case, the owner’s well-run operation and high 
levels of site amenities make this use likely 
more compatible with nearby residential uses 
than many commercial developments that 
could locate in the existing district without a 
conditional use.  
 
Staff Comments Regarding the Proposed 

Conditional Use 

 
Storm water impacts. Storm water from this site is managed by existing means. 
 



Street/Traffic impacts. Traffic volumes and patterns are not expected to be significantly impacted by 
this development.  
 
Land use impacts and adjacent properties. 
Mini-warehouse developments are generally quiet, and this site in particular because it is small and large 
trucks will not often be coming and going. This use will likely provide a quiet, appropriate buffer between 
future commercial development to the north and existing residential to the south. 
 
Staff recommends approval of the conditional use.

Roll Call: The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Werner-Smith at 6:30 p.m.  Board of 
Adjustment members present were:  Grell, Ruttum, Werner-Smith. 

Others present:  Vic Jarbo, petitioner for conditional use. 

Public comment on items not on the agenda: None. 

1. CONDITIONAL USE:  Request of Vic Jarbo to add a front patio eating area at “Bobby’s Live on 965,” 
located at the northwest corner of Ashley Court and Jordan Street. 
Wheatley briefed the Board on the details of the case and noted that no comments have been 
received from notification letters sent to property owners within 200’. The Planning Commission 
reviewed the application at their meeting on July 7 and recommended approval to the Board, 
subject to conditions recommended in the staff report.  
Applicant Vic Jarbo was present and offered to answer any questions the Board might have.  

The Chair opened the public hearing, and closed the hearing immediately since there was no one in 
the audience. Ruttum asked if there would be additional outside lighting for the patio, and Mr. Jarbo 
said none was planned.  

Eric Ruttum moved for approval of the conditional use with conditions recommended by staff and 
the Planning Commission: approval for this owner only, with alcoholic beverage sales allowed, no 
amplified music, and no more seats than allowed by the Building and Fire Codes for this location. 

Alison Werner-Smith seconded the motion, which passed unanimously by roll call vote. 

Minutes: Alison Werner-Smith moved to approve the minutes of May 2015. Wayne Grell seconded the 
motion, which passed unanimously.   

Old Business: There was no old business.  

New Business: Staff reported that there are no known applications for upcoming months.
